


Pastor’s Perusings - Prayer and Holy Hours 

 This week, our country and our church is undergoing an experience that has not taken place since 1941: a National 

Eucharistic Congress. Now, in 2024, we are celebrating our 10th National Eucharistic Congress in Indianapolis and 

with it comes a renewed call for us to spend time before the Lord in the Blessed Sacrament. As part of this renewed 

focus on the central role of the Eucharist in our lives, different endeavors have been started (such as Catholics in 

America praying 10,000 Holy Hours during the month of July across the US to help the Eucharistic revival take root in 

our hearts, our homes, and our parishes) to help us grow deeper in our relationship to the Lord and in our devotion to 

our Lord’s Real Presence in the Most Holy Eucharist.  

 To help us become better oriented as to how to pray a Holy Hour during Eucharistic Adoration (we have Adora-

tion from 9-5 on Wednesdays and are always in need of more Adorers and are always willing to expand times and 

days to make Adoration more available!), here is one method to doing a Holy Hour that may be useful. It is not the 

only way to do one, but it may be useful as we continue to seek to draw closer to the Lord through these Holy Hours 

in His Presence. No matter what method we use, a Holy Hour is an opportunity to simply be in the presence of the 

Lord and let yourself know and feel his love.   

 During the first 15 minutes of your Holy Hour, one offers willed ‘adoration’ per se to the true and abiding Real 

Presence of our Blessed Lord in the Most Holy Eucharist — Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity — profoundly thanking 

the Most Holy Trinity for such a great gift. The prayer of quiet is great here — that is, just ‘resting’ in the Lord’s Pres-

ence.  

 The next 15 minutes one makes intentional ‘reparation’ — also known as ‘atonement’ — not only for one’s own 

past sins — both mortal and venial — but also for those of the whole world, for those committed by persons still living 

and for those committed by persons who are now deceased. This is a great time to pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet, 

wherein we literally supplicate Almighty God to ‘have mercy on us and on the whole world or the Holy Rosary where 

we meditate upon the great mysteries of salvation in the life of Christ.  

 The third 15 minutes are spent in literal ‘thanksgiving’ to God for all he has given you and guided you in your 

joys, accomplishments, prayers, works, and even sorrows and sufferings. Here, it is good to write these points of 

thanksgiving down in a spiritual journal in simple bulleted fashion.  

 The last 15 minutes should be spent in supplication, in asking God for those things you believe would be benefi-

cial for your own good to help you grow stronger in the spiritual life and to help you work out your salvation, as com-

manded in Philippians 2:12. Our supplication — or asking — of God can be on behalf of others, as well, acknowledg-

ing always that in all things we want God’s will to be done, not our own, as he knows what is best for us. It’s also 

good to jot down in a spiritual journal specific areas where we are asking Almighty God to intervene in our lives as 

never before. 

 Bishop Fulton Sheen advised reading Scripture or a spiritual book, “Read a few lines slowly; think about the truth 

contained in them; apply them to your life; speak to God about how little you have corresponded to His will, how 

anxious you are to do it; listen to God speaking to your soul; make acts of faith, hope, and love to God; and only when 

that train of thought has been exhausted should you proceed to the next idea. As the soul wills to draw near God, God 

wills to draw near the soul. We must not do all the talking; we must also be good listeners. The soul now experiences 

the truth of the words ‘Draw near to God, and he will draw near to you’ (James 4:8).”  

 In the midst of all the turmoil and chaos of the world, we are able to find true peace and consolation in the Real 

Presence of our Lord that we encounter every time we receive Him at Mass and every time we come to adore Him in 

the Eucharist. We are able to transform our hearts, our lives, and to intercede for those closest to us. We are able to 

find out who God made us to be by spending time in His presence.  

Here are a few quotes from great Saints to show us the effects that we will reap if we accept our Lord’s invitation as 

He asks each of us, “Could you not watch with me one hour?” (Mark 14:37)
